Principles of Public Law (Economics Law)

COURSE AIMS

The course is designed to give students a solid grounding in the rules and method of functioning of the constitutional organs and the national public administration. Reference will also be made to the EU legal system.

In view of the fact that the degree course does not envisage Administrative Law and Public Economic Law, this course on public law will be devoted also to the following topics:

–
general principles in relation to judicial powers and functions, in particular, the Court of Auditors, the Council of State, the Regional Administrative Courts, etc.;

–
outline of administrative law, organisation, acts and means of the public administration, with special reference to the relationship between private individuals and government in terms of initiative, participation in proceedings, freedom of information, appeals and contacts with the public administration;

–
general principles of public economic law.
