COURSE AIMS
The main aim of the course is to critically investigate the most important currents of contemporary psychology. Such an investigation will be carried out by means of the conceptual tools offered by philosophy of science. To this goal, the analysis of the different psychological paradigms will be preceded by illustration of the basic concepts of general philosophy of science and of philosophy of the human sciences. The course also includes an in-depth investigation that this year concerns Feminist Philosophy of Science and, in particular, the way the American philosopher Helen Longino looks at it.

COURSE CONTENT
First Part: General Philosophy of Science

Structure of scientific theories, explanation, justification, scientific change, scientific realism vs antirealism.

Second Part: Philosophy of the Human Sciences
Explanation vs Understanding: Historical perspectives and current debate.

Third Part: Philosophy of Psychology
Psychoanalysis, introspectionism, behaviourism, cognitivism, constructionism, systemic-relational approach.
